SCOPE OF WORK ATTACHMENT

 DEER SPRINGS RANCH fuel breaks

PURPOSE: TO REDUCE HAZARDOUS FUEL in dEER SPRINGS, TO AID IN THE EVENT OF A WILDFIRE IN AND AROUND the community of dEER sPRING rANCH, UTAH AND ALSO TO ENHANCE FIREFIGHTING TACTICS.  THIS WORK WILL AID IN INGRESS AND EGRESS.  

THE FOLLOWING SPECIFICATIONS ARE TO BE USED ON THE GROUND FOR REDUCTION OF HAZARDOUS FUELS ON THE ENTIRE LENGTH OF THE PROJECT OUTLINED ON THE ATTACHED MAP.

VEGETATION DESIGNATION:

1. THE OAK, MOUNTAIN brush, PINYON PINE, CEDAR /JUNIPER, RABBIT BRUSH AND SAGE BRUSH WITHIN TREATMENT AREA (SHOWN ON MAP) WILL BE cut including all standing dead or dying trees and brush.  seventy five percent (75%) of Brush species wiil be thinned and grouped.  THE WORK AREA MEASURES 15-30 feet on EACH SIDE OF THE ROAD.  stagger the edge to leave irregular lines. tHE BACK BOUNDARY OF THE UNIT WILL BE MARKED WITH FLAGGING TO MARK THE EDGE OF THE UNIT. THE Leave TREES WILL HAVE A SEPERATION DISTANCE OF 30 FEET FROM THE OUTER EDGE OF THE TREE CANOPY, TO THE OUTER EDGE ON THE NEXT TREES CANOPY. there may be leave trees Identified with paint  ( OR FLAGGING )that will not be cut in the work area (paint / Flagging color to be given prior to cutting).*  Blue Flagging will be used to identify any leave trees *
2. ALL Leave TREES WITHIN THE work AREA WILL HAVE LADDER FUELS REMOVED FROM ROOT COLLAR TO THREE TO FIVE FEET.  THIS HEIGHT MAY OCCASIONALLY BE STAGGERED FROM A MINIMUM OF THREE FEET TO MAXIMUM OF FIVE FEET MEASURED FROM THE LOWEST POINT ON THE LIMBS.  

3.  aREAS where PILING AND BURNING are the planned METHOD, will be identified prior to work commencing on this UNIT AND ALL PILING AND BURNING WILL MEET THE CRITERA IN THE MATERIAL DISPOSAL SECTION.

4. ALL MATERIAL ALONG the right of WAY WILL BE CHIPPED IF DIAMETER IS LESS THAN THREE INCHES.   however whenever possible  any stems of oak that are one and one half inches in diameter up to the three inch diamater will be limbed and cut into four foot lengths  and stacked in locations for the owners to pick up for fence stays.

5. Wood removal will have to follow the Forest Products Transportation Act.  The Forestry fire and state lands fuels crew WILL ATTEMPT TO MAINTAIN A PLEASING SHAPE TO all species of trees AND PROVIDE VARYING SIZE CLASSES. and materials that may make fire wood will be stacked by the road for the owner to pick up for their use
6. Chip depth will not exceed 3 inches and NOT BE SPREAD AROUND THE BOLES OF THE REMAINING TREES.  Chips will not be spread near the burn piles, keep at least three foot seperation. Chips may be piled in locations identifed by the owner to be removed by them for their use * chips to be piled along the road for the owner to remove*
7. ALL STUMPS OR BASES OF BRUSH WILL BE CUT FLAT AND WITHIN FOUR INCHES OF GROUND.  larger TREES will have FLUSH CUT STUMPS to 6-8 inches high from uphill side.

8. NO OPERATIONS WILL OCCUR WHEN WET GROUND CONDITIONS EXIST AND OPERATIONS WOULD RESULT IN RUTTING OF ROADS OR OTHER AREAS OF OPERATIONS.
9. FIRE PRECAUTIONS WITH APPROPRIATE HAND TOOLS, SPARK ARRESTORS, BLADDER BAGS AND ACTIONS SHOULD BE TAKEN AT ALL TIMES durning the proclaimed fire season or as directed by FFSL.  REPORT ANY FIRES TO 911, COLOR COUNTRY INTERAGENCY FIRE CENTER (435.865.4600) AND THE FFSL CONTRACT REPRESENTATIVE.  FFSL MAY IMPOSE FURTHER FIRE RESTRICTIONS IF NECESSARY.  Warming fires, with permission from landower, on roads only and fully extinguished when leaving work area.
10. WARNING SIGNS WILL BE POSTED ON ROADS TO WARN ON coming TRAFFIC.
11. when dragging materials across the barrow pits of the roads, clean the burrow pit ditch of all limbs and twigs AND DEBRIS before moving on to the next area.  THE END OF ALL CULVERTS OR PIPES WILL BE CLEArED OF ANY MATERIALS resulting from these operations.

 MATERIAL DISPOSAL:
1.  ALL MATERIAL WILL BE CUT AS TO PROVIDE TIGHT PILES CREATED IN AREAS FREE FROM BRUSH AND TWELVE FEET FROM ANY REMAING LIVE TREES.  PILE SIZE WILL NOT EXCEED FIVE FEET IN DIAMETER AND SIX FEET IN HEIGHT.  PILES WILL BE A MINIMUM OF TWELVE FEET APART. LARGER FUELS WILL BE PILED OVER FINE FUELS USING A TEEPEE METHOD TO PROVIDE PROPER BURNING AND CONSUMPTION.  THE ABILITY OF MATERIAL ROLLING, AS THE PILES ARE BURNT, SHALL BE CONSIDERED AND AVOIDED WHEN POSSIBLE. 
2. AREAS THAT HAVE INFASTRUCTURE SUCH AS; POWERLINES, TELEPHONE LINES, WATERLINES, FENCES AND OTHER IMPROVEMENTS WILL BE LOCATED, AND WILL NOT HAVE PILES ON, NEAR OR UNDER THEM.
WORK BE DONE IN A WORKMANLIKE MANNER WITH ALL APPLICABLE SAFETY GUIDELINES FOLLOWED AND WILDFIRE PRECAUTIONS TAKEN AS OUTLINED BY THE SOUTHWEST AREA FMO OR COUNTY FIRE WARDEN AS NEEDED.
